All gardeners will submit a signed application.

Gardeners will plant tall crops where they will not shade neighboring crops.

No commercial pesticides or commercial fertilizers will be used in the garden except those available through
FRIENDS Farm.

Gardeners will have free limited access to the compost pile for their garden plot.

Each gardener will maintain (planting, watering, weeding, and harvesting) their individual plots.

If a plot is unkempt, the gardener will have one week (from the time they are notified). If it is not cleaned, it will be
reassigned or tilled in.

If a gardener must abandon his/her plot, the garden manager must be notified immediately.

Gardeners may enter the garden during the posted hours. Children are welcome to work in the garden with an adult.
Tools will be available in the storage shed and the shed will be open during farm hours. Tools must be returned to the
shed immediately after use.

Gardeners may harvest crops only from their own plot, unless given permission from another gardener.

At the end of the growing season, gardeners will clear their own plot and assist with the fall cleanup.

No pets will be allowed in the garden.

Any conflicts, cases of vandalism, or problems will be brought to the garden manager.

All gardeners will agree to the following: “I understand that neither FRIENDS Farm nor FRIENDS Ministry is
responsible for my actions. | therefore agree to neither hold FRIENDS Farm or FRIENDS Ministry for any liable
damage, loss or claim that occurs in connection with use of the garden by me or any of my guests.”

Friends Ministry will accept whatever donation you want to give for a private plot.

Plot sizes are a minimum of 600 sg. ft.
